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Description: The Office of State Appellate Public Defender is comprised of two units:  the Capital Litigation Unit and the 
Appellate Unit.  The Capital Litigation Unit represents all indigent defendants sentenced to death on or after 
September 1, 1998 from a county that participates in the Capital Crimes Defense Fund.  The Appellate Unit 
represents clients during their appeals to the Idaho appellate courts in a direct appeal from a judgment of 
conviction, in post-conviction appeals, and in appeals in habeas corpus proceedings.  The Appellate Unit 
handles all appeals in non-capital cases.
