This is accomplished through building the economy by assisting the growth of 
existing Idaho businesses and attracting new businesses to the state, cultivating the 
development of new businesses and job opportunities, expanding Idaho’s tourism and recreation 
industries, assisting Idaho businesses in the exportation of goods and services and encouraging 
foreign investment in Idaho, and creating partnerships between the private sector and 
universities to foster innovation.
